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PRESIDENT'S MESSAGE
When it comes to timing, you can't think of anyone better than destiny. At the
beginning of a new year, when the general mood of the people is looking up, the
Karnataka Government announced investment inflows amounting to Rs 1.36 lakh
crore from some of the biggest global players, like steel magnate Lakshmi Mittal,
among others. It's definitely a wonderful new year gift from the Hon'ble Chief
Minister, Sri B.5. Yeddyurappa to the SMEs of the State who will stand to gain from
these mega projects.

If these projects envisaged are realized in time, think of the spurt it would give to the
supportive micro and small industries. Thousands of small industries would spring
up and unleash employment to millions of people.

Recent predictions about the state of the Indian economy in Year 2010, especially related to the manufacturing
industry should cheer the MSME sector. According to a survey, the manufacturing sector in December climbed
to its highest level since May 2009, signaling a faster monthly improvement in the key economic activity.
December data pointed to a substantial increase in new business received by Indian manufacturers, and
growth was the most marked for 15 months.

What is particularly remarkable for the small industry is that the rise in demand was markedly attributed in the
main to the home market — the main driver of total new business expansion. The survey said that
manufacturers raised production for the ninth straight month at a considerable pace. So this should allay
concerns about manufacturing growth taking a decisive turn for the worse.

At KASSIA, we have been precisely working at reversing any kind of negativism in the industry sentiment by
forcefully representing the concerns of the small industry before all the stakeholders. Our interactions with the
State government in particular and other agencies in general, have boosted the collaborative efforts and
yielded positive results, as can be seen from the overall business sentiment in the State.

The MSME sector may have its cup of woes overflowing to the brim, but it is still not short on confidence. As
another year-end survey showed, despite the recessionary impact, about 56 per cent SMEs are highly
optimistic about 2010 bringing in better overall business activity and profitability. A whopping 92 per cent
believe revenues will increase in 2010 and revenue growth will be around 6-15 per cent. 50 per cent of SMEs
were affected by the recession but more than 90 per cent seem to be confident of improving their revenues. This
proves the resilience of Indian SMEs

A new year signals a fresh start for everyone, from individuals, businesses, corporates, industries,
governments, organizations, and so it is natural that the need for resolutions is one of the oldest urges of
mankind.
