AS per the disclosure to Business Line by Sri Dinesh Rai, Ministry of MSME,
Small, Medium units turn more efficient in terms of production versus persons
employed, which is a healthy sign towards strengthening of the economy. Sri
Dinesh Rai added that the higher production versus employment is largely due
to better utilization of capacity and more efficient practices being used by the
sector. While it is encouraging to note this aspect, we in KASSIA have realized
that there is a long way to go to heighten our attainments. The two programmes
of the month namely Lean Manufacture and Plastic Waste Management
Strategies have efficiency improvement as goals and we hope to add more such
programmes in improving the health of the SME sector.

The High Power Task Force Committee appointed by the Prime Minister of India
on the basis of representation from 19 associations studied through seven
subgroups which covered Credit, Rehabilitation and Exit Policy, Taxation
Matters, Labour issues, Infrastructure, Technology, Skill Development and
Marketing including Public Procurement Policy. The 180 pages report in 12
chapters has given 74 recommendations. KASSIA has given its views on 15
selected issues. On the whole, the report gives a pragmatic quick analysis of the
total scenmario and it is hoped that the Government will accept all the
recommendation in the larger interest of making the MSE sector a competitive
and robust segment.
