But
the MSME sector — the second largest provider of jobs and major contributor to
the national GDT —is expected to deliver its “contribution” without having the
most basic infrastructure needed to keep its head above the water.

For millions of micro and small scale industries across the country, decent
motorable roads, assured water and power supply and efficient drainage
system is a luxury. We are not given the compatible environment needed to just
keep the industry running, and yet we “deliver” for the sake of our survival.
